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Tasmania is known for being laid back in its atmosphere. However, people still have jobs just like anywhere else. Tasmania also has this unshakeable quaint view in the eyes of those living on mainland Australia. This study could help change this view by showing people who live on the island are no different from those in the big cities. In Hobart Tasmania, of the two sexes, who rushes more and at what time of day?
By using naturalistic observation, simply sitting at a corner and watching people, I can stay sufficiently out of the way while recording data about people in their natural environment (Huffman, 2009, p. 24). I will base the scale of who is rushing and who is not rushing by whether they are shuffling (a very slow walk), walking with a normal gait (no sense of rush about them), have an increased walking gait (a sense of rush about them), or are running. Those people who fall into the first two categories will be considered not rushing, and those in the latter will be rushing. All observations will be based on adults, or anyone who looks over the age of twenty.
On the other hand, I will discount anyone using a cane or similar apparatus to get around, or are in gym clothes actively running. This should reduce anyone who may be rushing, but unable to rush, or those people simply working out during a leisurely day. Also, I will take the observation throughout the day on several different days at several different locations, and choose my person to person observation every ten minutes. The time of the observation would start at seven AM and end at six PM as the standard work day is from eight AM to five thirty PM. Also, at each observation, I will make a recording about one male and one female. If either is unavailable to be recorded at that time, a mark will be placed through the observation and discounted in the overall tally.
As for biases, the study will be based on adults and not children. As those with movement assistance apparatus will be discounted, bias is being placed on the infirm and elderly who may be incorrectly assigned to rushing or not rushing. Also, as I will not be stopping each person to ask their age, personal preference for age comes into play, and some people may not be counted as their age may be in question. I will also have no control and no knowledge of the cause and effect of why people are rushing or not rushing (Huffman, 2009, p. 24).
As life is too short to rush away, hurrying from one meeting to another, this study may help some people realize they should slow down and experience life once in a while. As I will be recording the time of day when people are rushing the most, this study may help city planners and architects develop appropriate light scheduling for stop lights in order to keep the flow of foot traffic moving at a controlled pace. Finally, as I will not be counting myself in the rushing department, and I am strictly observing passersby, I can consider myself for these few days as one of those people not rushing and taking in life.
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
