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1. How to resolve a deadlock?
Oracle will automatically unlock a deadlock by rolling back one of the deadlocked statements to just before its trigger. However, in the event this does not occur several options are available. The first is to simply kill one of the offending sessions. This will immediately force a rollback to before their triggering statement allowing the other sessions to complete. The alternative is to work through deadlock avoidance. Checking all code submitted to the system is done in a manner that does not lock up rows for longer than absolutely required. 
Code development is in the domain of the developers. However, the DBA should ensure that the code does not have conflicting row updates and that code is not scheduled to run at times which would inherently cause row deadlocks. That is, the DBA’s position allows them the greatest understanding of when scripts are scheduled to run. With this knowledge, they can forestall a deadlock by simply scheduling scripts correctly.
2. How to identify poor performing scripts?
One of the best ways a DBA can confirm query performance is through the v$sql table. This table lists one row per query per user. By searching on the ELAPSED_TIME column, the DBA can determine if a specific query is causing database performance issues. This column lists query run time in microseconds (1,000,000th of a second), as such, run times are incredibly accurate. If performance impacts become apparent, searching for long running queries in this table will immediately bring to the DBA’s awareness queries available for optimization.
